CHINA MAIN ITINERARY

Day 1 - October 16, 2009 - JFK/Beijing

Board afternoon flight CA982 by 4:20pm to Beijing. You begin your
adventure as you fly trans-Pacific aboard a wide cabin jetliner and
cross the International Dateline.

Day 2 - October 17, 2009 - Beijing

Arrive in Beijing, the capital of China, at 6:00pm. At the airport, you
will be met by your local tour guide. Your first evening meal will
be a wonderful Peking Roast Duck dinner.
