Day 2 - October 17, 2009 - Beijing

Day 3 - October 18, 2009 - Beijing 

In the morning visit the Temple of Heaven, built in 1420 A.D.,

Sight-seeing also includes a tour bus excursion to the Great Wall, 

the 4,000-mile long and 2,000 years old construction is said to be 

the only man-made structure visible by naked eye from the moon. 

In route visit the Jade Factory.  During day 3, you will visit to the 

Ming Tombs, one of 13 Ming Emperors' Tombs, which is fully 

excavated and open for exploration. Also during the day, you will 

be able to enjoy the Chinese Acrobatic Show.   
 

Day 4 - October 19, 2009 - Beijing 

Visit the Tian An Men Square, the largest square in the world. 

From there, you will visit The Palace Museum, also known as the 

Forbidden City, home of 24 emperors with a total space of 9,999 

rooms. Sight-seeing includes a trip to the Pearl Market. Visit the 

amazing Summer Palace, known for many significant features such 

as the Long Corridor with painted gallery, Kunming Lake and Lon-

gevity Hill, Seventeen-Arch Bridge and Marble Boat. Optional
